Heat #2 was led to the green by Kevin Carlson and Darryl Ruggles. Ruggles
would take the early lead with AJ Bogino charging hard but he too would spin
out all by himself and half to start to the rear of the field. When the
checkers fell it was Darryl Ruggles, Kevin Carlson, Matt Smith, Darren
Flower, AJ Bogino, Sean O’Dea and Mike Hubbell crossing the finish line.
Dominic Fuller was a DNF.

Heat #3 saw led to the green by Cory Donk and Jeremey Groescup. Dave
Ferguson would work his way through the field but he too would spin out all
by himself. On his way back up through the field he would again spin out but
was able to hang on for the last qualifying spot. Taking the checkers was
Cory Donk followed by Nick Cooper, Mike Livecchi, Alex Mosher, Dave Ferguson,
Kevin DeVryst and Jeremey Groescup.

When the checkers flew it was Steve
Doell taking the win with Kevin DeVryst, Ryan Ellis and Sean O’Dea grabbing
the last qualifying spots. Following them across the line would be Jeremey
Groescup, Nate Hendrix and Mike Hubbell.
